PROGRAMS OFFERED
Studio Bleu Dance Center offers a variety of dance and fitness classes for ages 18 months through adult.  We offer classes for dancers of all levels.   
Class placement is at the discretion of the teacher or Company Director and is determined by a dancer’s age, ability level and previous dance experience. New students may be asked to take a placement class to determine the appropriate level for them. All class sizes are limited to give your dancer the special attention they deserve.

COMBO CLASS: A full hour class specially designed to introduce our younger students to the different styles of dance that we offer in our regular dance program. All Combination Classes include Ballet, Tap, and Creative Movement.
BALLET:  Ballet is the foundation of all dance forms. Body placement, flexibility, alignment, strength and technique are achieved through barre and center floor work based on a variety of techniques. At the intermediate and advanced levels it is recommended that students take several classes per week. Advanced classes will include optional work en Pointe.
